StarTool DA supports analysis and debugging of both batch and CICS ABENDs. Optional
debugging support for IBM DB2 and IMS database ABENDs is also available.

ChangeMan ZMF

Users of Serena® ChangeMan® ZMF may optionally integrate their software change
management system with the debugging support of StarTool DA using StarTool DA’s ZMF
Integration Option.

Document The StarTool DA Messages manual provides reference information to assist with the
Objectives  diagnosis and resolution of error conditions reported in the informational, warning, error,
action, and other messages issued by StarTool DA.

Messages are sorted in alphanumerical order by message ID code for ease of lookup.
Message descriptions contain the message ID code and message text as displayed to the
user, followed by an explanation of possible causes. Where appropriate, one or more
solution steps to resolve the error condition are suggested.

Audience  This information is intended for mainframe programmers who use StarTool DA as an
ABEND debugging tool. Familiarity with StarTool DA, IBM mainframe computer systems,
and IBM mainframe COBOL and assembly language programming is assumed.

Serena® StarTool® DA issues a variety of message types, with varying message number
formats, to multiple destinations. Awareness of the following message conventions and
processes will assist customers who wish to automate certains types of message handling.

Message Destinations

StarTool DA messages are classified by destination:

m CICS Terminal — Interactive messages are routed to the user’s CICS terminal.
Interactive messages are formatted for a least-common-denominator 3270 device, so
the maximum message line length is 79 bytes. CICS terminal messages are listed in
order by message ID code in Chapter 2, "CICS Terminal Messages".

m Status Log — Batch messages and many CICS messages are routed to the status
log. Status log messages are formatted for a z/OS console device, so the maximum
message line length is 132 characters. Both StarTool DA Batch and StarTool DA CICS
may issue messages to the status log. Status log messages are listed in order by
message ID code in Chapter 3, "Status Log Messages".

StarTool DA no longer routes messages to the system console.

. NOTE Messages beginning with LIC are issued by Serena® SER10TY", not StarTool DA,
L Refer to the SER10TY = User’s Guide for more information about these messages.

Message Type Codes

Most StarTool DA messages identify the type of user intervention required. The
intervention type is typically indicated by an alphabetic message type code appended to
the message number. Some messages, however, do not have a message type code.

In all StarTool DA messages, message type codes have the following meanings:
A = Action

E = Error

I = Information
w = Warning
(None) = Unclassified

For ease of reference, this document consolidates all message intervention types —
action, error, information, warning, and unclassified — within message destination.

Message ID Code Formats

The message ID code for a StarTool DA message takes any of several formats, depending
on the specific program that issues the message and the device on which it displays.
Generally, the code includes some identification of the program issuing the message and a
unique message identifier, which may be decimal numeric, hexadecimal, or alphanumeric.
Optionally, the message ID may include a message type code that identifies the type of
user intervention required.

StarTool DA message ID code formats include the following:
m CICS Terminal Message ID Code Format
m Long Message ID Code Format

m Standard Message ID Code Format

CICS Terminal Message ID Code Format

Only StarTool DA CICS routes messages to the CICS terminal. CICS terminal messages
are optimized for brevity in a 79-byte CICS terminal message. (An 80th byte is reserved
for 3270 screen formatting commands.)

The ID code consists a four-byte decimal number, which is subdivided into two parts: a
two-byte numeric program identifier, followed by a two-byte numeric message number. It
contains no message type code, as these messages generally signal a data entry error
that requires the user to retype a value; the type of message is evident from context. The
message ID contains no spaces and is followed immediately by a comma, which separates
it from the message text.

The “CICS terminal” message ID code format looks something like this example:

Long Message ID Code Format

The most common message ID code format is the long format, which appears in most
system log messages. It consists of the eight-byte program name followed by a comma, a

three-byte alphanumeric message number, and an alphabetic message type code suffix
such as A, E, I, or W. There are no spaces in the message ID code.

This “long” message ID code format looks something like this example:

ESPYABCD, OFOW

Standard Message ID Code Format

The StarTool DA standard message ID code appears in some system log messages. It is
an eight-byte character string that consists of a four-byte alphanumeric message prefix, a
three-byte alphanumeric message number, and an alphabetic message type code suffix

such as A, E, I, or W. There are no spaces in the standard message ID code.

Standard message ID codes for StarTool DA always begin with the letters SZD in the
message prefix.

The “standard” message ID code format looks something like this example:

SZDAOO1W

Over time, all messages issued to the system log by StarTool DA will adopt the standard
message ID code format. At present, the standard message ID code format is used by
certain StarTool DA utilities and shared ABEND intercept processing routines.

Message Description Formats

Messages with a StarTool DA “standard” message ID code generally issue an initial
message summary line in one of two standard formats, optionally followed by a message
description. The format of the standard message summary line varies by the process that
issues the message, as follows:

m Standard ABEND Message Summary Format
m Standard Utility Message Format

Standard ABEND Message Summary Format

Beginning with StarTool DA Version 5.5.4, all messages generated by the batch ABEND
intercept routines issue a one-line message summary, followed by a multiline “flower box”
message description. The message ID code appears in the message summary line only,
and it follows the StarTool DA Standard Message ID Code Format :

The first line of the standard ABEND message is the message summary, which begins (for
the purposes of StarTool DA) with the message ID code. In this example, the message ID
code is SZDA0141 . The message summary line takes the general form:

SZDxyyyz aaaaaaaa,bbbbbbbb,cccccccc,Abend=ddddd,Rs=eeeeeeee

where:
SZDxyyyz = standard message ID code
aaaaaaaa = job name for abnormally terminating job
bbbbbbbb = step name for abnormally terminating job
cccccccc = procedure step name for abnormally terminating job
ddddd = ABEND code
eeeeeeee = ABEND reason code

The message description follows the summary, set off in a “flower box” as shown above.

Standard Utility Message Format

Beginning with StarTool DA Version 5.5.4, certain common utilities issue messages
identified with @ message ID code in the StarTool DA Standard Message ID Code Format :

SZDAOO1W

Message prefix (alphanumeric)

The standard message ID code is followed on the same line by a blank and the message
description. For example, message SDZIQ011I is an informational message that logs the
initiation of any StarTool DA program in the message description, as follows :

+SZDIOO1I Pgm(ESPYALCL) ,Vers(55000014) ,Timestamp(01/04/06,03.08)

The message description is free-format alphanumeric text.

How to Read Message Descriptions

Messages in this document are listed separately by destination (CICS terminal or system
log) and sorted by message ID code. Each entry contains the message ID code, the
message description, and an explanation of what caused the message. Where applicable,
solution steps for resolving the error condition are suggested.

Because informational messages are provided for your information only, their message
descriptions typically omit a suggested solution. Warning, error, and action messages
typically include a suggested solution. However, if the condition that caused the message
requires further diagnosis by a support engineer before a solution can be offered, this
manual refers you to Serena Customer Support. You should generally open a support
case, or request your support engineer to do so, if you encounter such a message.
